4. The owner of building K unit 2043 had to replace his main electrical breaker 


                            switch and said the electrician feels it was irrigation water that caused the 


    switch to fail.  The Board asked the manager to inspect this situation on all the 
                            buildings.


5. An owner asked what the association is doing to stop the theft of air 



    conditioning coils.



6. An owner present suggested Polar Air a local HVAC contractor as 



    knowledgeable and reasonably priced.



7. The President acknowledged several legal problems are in progress; one 


    involves several owners and the developer, another one the developer and a 


    marketing firm and one involving the HOA and the common area owner.  

                These legal matters will be discussed in detail during the Executive Session and 


    by law not in the Board Meeting.



8. An owner submitted an Architectural Request to install double pane glass 
                            windows which the board will approve when provided a picture of the windows 

    being installed to avoid windows that do not match the existing windows. 



9. An owner asked about installing a satellite dish, which is permit by law, 
   

                            however it can't be mounted to common area of the Association.




10. An owner asked about getting a pet approved.



11. Security has reported broken windows.



12. There are a lot of the security lights not working.  The Board asked the 


      manger to inspect and get bids to repair/replace. 



13. The owner of building K unit 2043 said a plumber said he needs access to 


      some of the adjacent units to repair the commode in K- 2043.  The manager 
                              asked the owner to identify all the adjacent units to his.


14. The President will compose a notice to be sent to all owners asking them to 
 

      insure the Association can gain access to their units in an emergency.

A. Return of NAS Accounts

                    The Board acknowledged the possibility of extending the dead line of amnesty to the 
        Owner accounts presently with NAS collections.  This will by law be discussed in 
                    the Executive Session to follow today's Board Meeting. 

B. Lighting Contract


        The Board did not want to contract Desert/Clark County Lighting at $275/month or 
                           

                    Nevada Illumination at $330.00/month for light bulb replacement in the common 

                    areas of the Association (building walkways).  They agreed to continue replacement 
    
        of the bulbs using the Desert Tides Security personal.  The Board directed the 
                    manager to get bids to have an electrical contractor inspect/ repair/replace the 
                    building security light for the parking area and Desert Tides common area, which 
                    will require use of a cherry picker 

C. The Board tabled approval of a 2009 Budget until completion of a Reserve Study and 
    

                    litigation is settled, which will determine the HOA contribution to the Desert Tides 
  

                    common area maintenance.   
VI. New Business 


A. Approval Sprinkler Fire Protection (presently $1,425/quarter)

        A motion by Leo Gillespie seconded by George Adeeb to approve a contract with 
                    Desert Fire Protection for $700.00/quarter that includes the sprinklers, annually all 
                    fire extinguishers at $8.50 each and annually all fire hydrants at $35.00. each.

B. Approval Reserve Study


        A motion by Leo Gillespie seconded by Craig Urban to approve a reserve study 
 
        Nevada Reserves Study, Inc at $900.00 passed unanimously


C. Approval Pest Control


        The Board tabled approval of a new Pest Control Contract and will remain with 

        Orkin at $662.00 a month.  The Board asked the manager to check reference for 
                    Elite Pest Control at $185/quarter, Progressive Pest Control at $400.00/quarter and 
                    Realty Pest Control at $288.00 per month.  The Board is concerned the price 
                    difference is indicative of poorer quality and/or service.

D. Pigeon Removal


          The Board tabled any pigeon removal contract until the areas with excess 
                      droppings are pressure washed.  There was one bid presented by Jonathan Fountain 

                      at $350.00 per month for two cages or $175.00 per month for one cage.

D. Approval Audit and Taxes


     A. The Board approval the decision to award a contract for the 2008 audit by George 

                      Adeeb and the Manager.  The Manager will several more bids.

     B. A motion by George Adeeb seconded by Craig Urban to have Leland L Williams 

                      complete the 2008 tax return at $150.00 passed unanimously.
